In an effort to allow students to share their favorite books with the school in  a creative way, we 

will be having a Diorama Book Report contest for grades K-5. Students will create a shoe box dio-

rama of their favorite book.  There will be one grand prize winner from each grade level.

Dioramas will be judged on neatness and creativity. Please follow the guidelines  

below. 

Inside of box:  

The inside of your diorama must reflect an important scene from the book and the background 

must match the setting. Use materials from around your home to create a creative and well-

organized scene. 

Outside of Box: 

Right Side: Include the title of the book, author’s name, and number of pages.   

Left Side:  Include the  number of stars you would give the book if you were a book critic. The 

maximum number is 5 stars. 

Back of Box:   

K-1st:Make sure your student can explain (orally) why they chose their book. Nothing needs to go 

on the back. 

2nd –5th: Write a brief summary about why you chose this book and what you like about it.  

Summary should be 3-5 sentences.  

Bottom of Box: Please write your first and last name and your teachers name.
